THE BALANCED PORTFOLIO

O

ver the last year, we have shared our opinion that a balanced portfolio in equities (stocks) may not be the most beneficial strategy while the market is going down.  However, now that we feel the equities market could be trending higher, we feel very comfortable suggesting a balanced portfolio consisting of investments in equities, energy, real estate, preservation of principal, bonds and income investments, such as CDs, treasuries and money markets.

There is a tremendous amount of money sitting on the sidelines in money market accounts.  We feel a portion of this money could come into the equities market this fall.  That could fuel a stock market rally.  We want to be in the equities markets before the money moves from money markets to the equities market.  Again, we feel stronger about the possibility of the equities market moving higher than at any time in the past year and a half.(
PORTFOLIO SUGGESTIONS

e started the year in Government Bonds.  We then moved to Municipal Bonds.  We are now suggesting Municipal Bonds, more High Yield/Corporate Bonds and Floating Rate Bonds.  These bonds offer the potential for better gains; however these investments carry more risk.

We continue to suggest adding programs that offer preservation of principal and GMIB (guaranteed minimum income) benefits to your investment portfolio.  Being assured that a certain part of your portfolio is protected against loss is extremely important.  Naturally, holding and liquidity standards of the programs must be followed to receive these benefits.  It is also important to understand if and how these types of investments fit into your time horizon, income needs and risk tolerance. People are still being laid off, but at a much slower rate.  Housing seems to be bottoming in certain areas of the country. I believe the economy will be very slow turning around.  On the other hand, the stock market is a leading indicator; therefore, it could recover at a quicker rate than the economy.  I will be completing quarterly reports on all accounts this month.  Please give our suggestions strong consideration.
