fter recording gains in January and February, MSN Money shows the Dow Jones Industrial Average had approximately a 9% pullback at one time in March.  Some of the overseas markets went down even further.  However, between March 16th and March 29th, the Dow Jones Industrial Average, NASDAQ and S&P 500 regained a good amount of the earlier half of the month’s losses.

PRECIOUS METALS

A

t any one time, any metal can be the leader going either up or down.  This year, the leader is silver.  Two years ago, in April 2009, www.Kitco.com shows silver ranging between $11.98 to 12.98 an ounce.  On March 24th, 2011, silver closed at $37.78.  Silver’s all-time high is $50, set back in the early 80s.  Gold and Platinum have already made new highs since that time.  Silver, in our opinion, could get to $50 later this year.  We look for the metals markets to go higher over the next two years.  Not necessarily in the next week, month or even during this year, but by the end of 2013, we anticipate precious metals could be a good deal higher.(
GAS AND OIL – UP/DOWN

here are many experts saying the oil market is going to turn around and go right back down.  They feel the economies of the world are not doing well, so usage will go down.  They feel Japan’s usage will be much less this year than last year.  Our feeling is that long-term, over the next two years, the oil and gas markets will move higher.  We look at the gas and oil and precious metals markets having the same type of upward projection over the next two years.  We don’t know how much, but we certainly anticipate them going higher.  Remember the all-time high for crude oil was approximately $146 a barrel.  Crude oil was at $104 a barrel on March 29th according to www.eia.doe.gov.(

The combination of Energy/Gas and Oil and Real Estate (building, rental and residential) partnership programs could fit into your investment portfolio. e’ve talked about the Precious Metals and Crude Oil markets.  It seems that most commodities are making new highs.  Corn and Beans in the Grain market are at, or near, 10-year highs.  Cattle prices are in the same situation, because it is getting more and more expensive to feed the cattle as corn prices continue to rise.  Over the last couple of years, the Commodities market has been quiet.  However, just in the last two months, one of the Commodities accounts we have been following has jumped from being even for the year to being up over 10% for the year.  This could continue; however, previous results do not guarantee future performance.  Commodity investing is much more risky than

many other types of investing; however, with Commodities, Precious Metals, Gas and Oil going up, we could continue to see these areas as possible areas for investing for the near future.

With the Libyan situation on-going, the Japanese disaster still looming, the Middle East heating up, and European countries such as Portugal, Spain, Ireland and Greece facing bankruptcy, we, at Delta, feel that more money could come into the U.S. stock markets.  It’s uncomfortable for many to invest overseas and much easier and more comfortable to invest right here in the good, old U.S.A.(
