e are almost half way through the year.  We’ve seen the stock market indexes of the Dow Jones Industrial Average, NASDAQ and S&P 500 up four of the five months, but not by much.  Each month, the market seems to have two weeks up and two weeks down, with only a few days making the difference between an up month or a down month.

This is a special month, with two very important votes by Congress – the increase in the debt limit and the ending of QE2 (the printing of money and the buying back of U.S. debt).  We want to watch closely to see if the Chinese and Japanese start buying our U.S. Government bonds in larger numbers.  Since September, we have been buying approximately 70% of our own debt.  That can’t continue.  Most of us now know we need to reduce our debt, spend less and start building financial strength like the U.S.A. used to.(
PRECIOUS METALS

T

he Precious Metals markets took a hit last month, as the stock markets did.  Up until now, the metals markets are recovering quicker than the stock market.  We continue to feel Gold could be at $2,000 an ounce by this time in 2013, with Silver reaching the $60 level at the same time.  Silver is still the only metal that has not hit its 1980’s all-time high of $50.  Kitco showed Silver getting up to $49 last month before they increased margin requirements on Silver to $21,000 a contract.  The previous margin requirement was approximately $11,000.  That caused many investors to get out and/or have to sell, forcing the Silver market downward.  




This caused other metals investors to sell also.  I believe this is a great opportunity to add to your Precious Metals positions.(

he move to Dividends, Growth and Income, Equity Income, Dividend Income and various other types of dividend-paying accounts is getting a lot of volume from investors.  Please review your investment portfolio, as we are suggesting more and more dividend-type investments for our Delta clients’ investment plans.  Many companies are flush with cash.  I believe they will start paying more dividends as this year goes by.

The investment markets have not gotten the hit yet this year that they did last year.  We are watching very closely to see if we are going to have more than a 10 to 15 percent pullback over the summer.
